MEETING SUMMARY

CVPC Roll Call & Introduction of DOR Staff and the Public 
CVPC Chair
· The CVPC Chair conducted a roll call and introduced DOR Staff and other guests.

United Sates Postal Service
· Members discussed  the pending case between CVPC and DOR regarding the United States Postal Service.
· CVPC asked DOR to secure a contract with USPS to collect commissions from unassigned vending machines starting in 2006. DOR did not agree to do so.
· An Administrative Law Judge ruled in favor of DOR, saying the Department had broad discretion and was under no obligation to pursue these matters.
· CVPC filed for federal arbitration with the Rehabilitation Services Administration (RSA).
· RSA has assigned an arbitration panel for this matter.
· Mr. LaBarre and Ms. Gashel stated that almost all cases that they’ve heard at the evidentiary hearing level have been decided in favor of the state licensing agency. They believe that judges, as state employees, may be more amenable to state agencies.
· Mr. LaBarre and Ms. Gashel believe that blind vendors receive a much fairer hearing by an evidentiary panel. When there are three people looking at a case, the outcome tends to be more equitable.
· MOTION 2016.1
· Mr. Harmon moved the following motion. It was seconded by Ms. Moore and passed unanimously. 
· Pursuant to the motion 2010.020, the current California Vendors Policy Committee, sustains the 2010-11 CVPC affirmed position to retain Scott C. LaBarre for federal arbitration against the California State Department of Rehabilitation Business Enterprises Program for the Blind.
We believe it is important that our Executive members work hand and glove with previous CVPC officers in obtaining the funding necessary for this pursuit.  At present, costs are approximated to be around the $25,000 range.  CVPC shall use all monetary resources availed to it, including any account holdings and funding available to it by law or code.  The 2016-17 CVPC Officers shall request the transfer of funds or check to Scott C. Labarre trustee of CVPC.  These funds will be held in trust by him with an accounting prior to his receipt for payment.  On behalf of CVPC, Chairperson Harry Begian shall endorse such contract payment and bank transfer.  The CVPC will also instruct the Chairman in closing CVPC Convention, Inc. Account.  If arbitration completion may not be obtained, all remaining contract funds will be reimbursed to CVPC and placed in an appropriate account.
The selection of Arbitrator to represent the CVPC in the
Arbitration Panel, on this matter, will be done in
consultation with the attorney representing the CVPC.
